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Abstract; The daytime temperature and relative humidity of outdoor and indoor were monitored
on the spot iit the campus of Forestry College of Guangxi Univ. from Spt. 2000 to Spt. 2001. The
indoor observation was located in the third floor of a four-floor lab building,and the outdoor
observation was in a clear field. The recorded data are analyzed by statistics. The average indoor
temperature at the daytime is 0. 2°C lower than the outdoor. The average indoor temperatures at
the daytime are lower than the outdoor in the fine days and summer time, but higher than the
outdoor in the cloudy and raining days and winter time. The average indoor relative humidity is
higher than the cutdoor at the daytime in the fine days,but lower than the outdeor in the cloudy
and raining days. There is no significant difference of relative humidity between outdoor and
indoor at the daytime in-the four seasons. (¢ =— 1.
